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23 Sagittarius Sun 6th house

Sagittarius, if found on the sixth house, usually brings a tone of optimism and help to the workplace. The
native is fortunate in his/her field of work. The conditions and relations with fellow workers are
generally favorable and constructive. There is luck on the job with your Sun in the sixth house you're
service-oriented, and enjoy attending to the needs of others. It is important, however, that you do
indeed find your way of serving others, for your sense of purpose needs that particular direction in life
to feel fulfilled, and in helping others you will shine. A good worker, you're always thinking of things and
caring for people. You're very discriminating and can sort out the good apples from the bad. Humility
and cooperation are the lessons here with your Sun in the sixth house. Physical well-being is important:
the sixth house is the house of health and the Sun in this position often lacks the vitality of other houses,
so take care of your body! As a sixth house Sun Sag, you may find problems with your hips, thighs, liver
or hepatic system.

22 Cancer, Ascendant 1st house:

22 degrees of Cancer is a promise of wealth. Even if you are not right now, you will be at some point in
this lifetime, wealthy.

These people come across as gentle creatures. There's something familiar about them -- they're the guy
or gal next door. When they enter a room, they don't walk in with a splash. Instead, they move to the
sides and weave their way inwards. These people have a familiar feel to them. Because they are rather
sensitive to their environment, they can get flustered easily, especially in public.

Their first instinct, when threatened or on unfamiliar ground, is to protect themselves. When new
situations present themselves, they can immediately withdraw or act shy. Generally, these people come
across as caring people. They seem quite sweet -- even innocent. Usually, these people appear
unassuming enough to be quite approachable. Some Cancer Ascendants, however, have retreated into
themselves so much as to be quite the opposite.

Since Capricorn is on the Descendant, Cancer Ascendant people are looking for structure and security in
their partner and their relationship.

12 Gemini Moon 11th house:

Witty and charming, Gemini Moon is fun and pleasant to hang out with. Their twin aspect also makes
them moody and irritable, though. If you can put up with the constant switch from one to the other, you
will find that they are very interesting people to be around. They like to have a hand in everything, are
usually well-informed and are the basis for the saying "curiosity killed the cat." Their inquisitiveness is
all-encompassing. Like other air signs, the Moon Sign Gemini is adept at saying what they think is



expected before they have a chance to think about it. They may also imitate others' behavior if they
think it is more acceptable than just being themselves.

Gemini Moon needs a lot of stimulation to keep their interest. They are either, talking, reading or
thinking... they never stop. They bore easily. You may notice they are somewhat restless, and may worry
incessantly or appear to be perpetually nervous. Since they are more likely to reason things than feel
them, they are capable of handling anxiety, worry and sorry better than others.

16 Sagittarius Mercury 5th house:

Freedom of thought is what Mercury in Sagittarius strives for -- at least in theory. These people
communicate in an optimistic, forward-looking manner. Their ideas are generally very big, but it's
probably wise to use tact when you see all the little holes in their arguments. Remember, they mean
well. These people have vision.

09 Scorpio Venus 5th house:

Potential lovers get the feeling that Venus in Scorpio will never stray, that they are intensely loyal to the
one they love. They possess you, and somehow make it seem attractive to be possessed.

10 Aquarius Mars 7th house:

These natives are generally quite proud of their independence. They are not easily pushed around with
Mars in this fixed sign. Because Aquarius is progressive and open-minded when it comes to the world at
large, it can be surprising that on a personal level, Mars in Aquarius natives can be quite obstinate. If
they feel boxed in, they are quite likely to rebel.

5 Aries, Saturn 10th house:

While Saturn in Aries may cause a delayed development of ambition in their life, they may end up taking
on a lot of responsibility when still very young. Obstacles arise that may block progress. Having to assert
themselves can cause a lot of anxiety. Anger may be an issue, although others see them as controlled
and cool the majority of the time.

29 Virgo, Uranus 3rd house:

Uranus was in Virgo only seven years since the 1800’s, from August 1962 through September 1968.
Souls born during this period are concerned with the healing power of nature and of the mind over the
body, as well as natural foods and organic gardening. This is also a good placement for inventors,
scientists, and advanced medical researchers, for the ability to analyze and to discriminate is strong
here. Uranus, the planet of change, in Virgo, ruling the "little people" and minorities, symbolizes the civil
rights movement in this country, and third world revolutions all over the globe. Individually, you find
new ways to serve others and have unique insights into diet, health, ecology and conservation.
Interested in new or alternate life styles, you are economy personified, always able to salvage and



redeem anything. You like to tend and care for people and things, and relax by working. Uranus returns
to each sign once every 84 years.
25 Scorpio, Neptune 5th house:

Neptune(Scorpio) in the 5th house indicates a dreamy romantic character. These people are usually very
inspired or creative and have a deep interest in the performing arts and drama.

There is a deep desire for love and romance, and these people are usually very idealistic regarding love.

22 Virgo, Pluto 3rd house:

July 1972 as well), the first time since 1720. Since Pluto is considered to be exalted in Pisces, it is
therefore thought to be in its "fall" in Virgo, meaning that Virgo is Pluto's weakest sign position. | feel
that this assignation is rather experimental with Pluto, and that the sign attributes of dignity and
exaltation are in general not that individually significant for the outer planets. Since Virgo is the last of
the personal signs whose hallmark is self-adjustment, souls born during this 14-year period have been
given many experiences to purge and purify egocentric self-importance, and to learn greater humility.
The sixties saw a sea change in our relationship to health and well-being, with revolutionary emphases
on natural foods, life styles, and holistic and naturopathic health practices; and a rededication to the
Earth goddess and her teachings.
